Neighbourhood Watch is about people getting together 
with their neighbours to take action to reduce crime. 

 
They're community initiatives owned and run by their 
members which are supported by the police but not 
owned by them, although we sometimes run them.

in terms of securing your property and homes. This again, is from the observation made from our figures above on the 

residential burglaries which have steadily increased as we have gone into the colder months.  

Going away? 

Here are five tips to help you keep your home and belongings stay safe while you’re away: 

1. if you’re off on holiday and wish to post anything on social media, make sure your posts aren’t public and that 

they’re only seen by your friends 

2. leave lights and a radio on a timer to make the property appear occupied 

3. get a trusted neighbour to keep an eye on your property or join a Neighbourhood or resident Watch Scheme 

4. consider asking your neighbours to close curtains after dark and to park on your drive
